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Installing Your Y-mouse Dual Serial Mouse Adapter

1. Check that both pointing devices (mice) will operate independently on your computer with the same mouse
driver:

Turn off the computer.

Plug one mouse into the serial comm. port (almost rectangular with 9 pins).

Turn on the computer and make sure the mouse operates properly after compl ete boot-up.

Repeat for second mouse.

If both mice do not operate normally, you may be able to select amouse driver that will allow both to work.
Some mice also have switches to set their compatibility. If it is not possible to get the mice to work
independently using the same mouse driver software then they will not work with the Y-mouse.

2. After you are sure the pointing devices will work using the same driver, install the adapter:

Turn off the computer.

Plug the serial cord (almost rectangular with 9 pins) on the Y-mouse into the serial comm. port (mouse port)
on the computer.

NOTE: The cord that should go to the serial port on the computer islabeled “Computer’s Serial Port”
onthe Y-mouse The port on the computer should be the same one you used in step 1 above.

Unplug the computer keyboard.

Plug the keyboard adapter (round with 5 pins) on the Y-mouse into the keyboard port on the computer. The
keyboard adapter islabeled “Keyboard Power Tap” on the Y-mouse.

Plug the computer keyboard into the socket on the other end of the Y-mouse keyboard adapter.

Plug one mouse into the port marked “Primary Pointing Device” onthe Y-mouse. Thisisthe mousethe
computer recognizes during boot-up.

Plug the other mouse into the port marked “Secondary Pointing Device.” NOTE: This mouse may be
removed and the computer and primary mouse will continue to operate.

With the Y-mouse installed, turn on the computer, wait for compl ete boot-up and test both mice.

NOTE: Thisserial port mouse adapter will not work in a PS/2° (round with 6 pins) port even with a converter plug.
The PS/2 port requiresa’Y-mouse Dual PS/2 Mouse Adapter made specifically for thistype of mouse port.

Operation

Simply use whichever pointing device you desire. Movement of the device causes the automatic switching. In
normal operating mode either “mouse” can control the pointer.
